G’day Everyone

Track & Field

We have a great day planned. There has been a lot of practice for the different events
and we are looking forward to some records hopefully being broken. We will have
the colour run again this year due to the success that it was last year.

Facilities

Neil and the secondary students have created a great space for students to use at
Recess and Lunch. They have made tables (board games) and seats for students to
use. They are located in the garden next to the old canteen (QuickSmart Numeracy
room). The end result is an excellent space for students to enjoy different games and
have been an overwhelming success.

Reading

The need for students to read aloud to an adult every day is often undervalued. By
reading aloud it helps students to make the meaning of texts (ie understand what they
are reading not just individual words) and ensure that they are helped to sound out
words they don’t know. This allows students to build confidence and develop skills
to work out new words. Reading words need to be practiced and practiced over and
over again in different contexts to build word banks and develop automaticity with
words. This practice needs to be done in different books to keep students engaged
and participating by enjoying what they are doing. Older students also benefit from
reading aloud and it helps to extend a student’s vocabulary by reading regularly.
Reading aloud to an adult helps to develop good literacy skills which are an essential
life skill. We ask that you listen to your child/ren read and come into the school and
listen to students read if you have the time. We want all students to have great
literacy skills and we need your help.

High Impact Teaching Strategies

On Tuesday we attended a training and development at Streaky Bay Area School.
The program was run by Wayne Craig who is a past Victorian Principal, Education
Director and Education Consultant who co-authored Powerful Learning. The day
focussed on High Impact Teaching Strategies:

HITS links to theories in action, where they come from and why they matter;
Inquiry - What are the best Inquiry processes we can use in our classes and what
skills and structures do we need to teach our students

Collaborative Learning - How do we teach students to effectively learn from one
another in a safe and productive manner, a skill that also underpins effective Inquiry
learning

Questioning - Teacher questioning plays a significant part in extending and
stretching our students, what kinds of questions should teachers be using and how do
we develop them?

The day was very successful with lots of information about inquiry based teaching
and learning, the need for teachers to work in teams around the planning of work
across cohorts in Professional learning communities, feedback, learning intentions,
observations, questioning, and much more. This T&D will help shape the future
directions for our school Site Improvement Plan. The training provided all staff with
the bigger ideas around the theories but also hands on strategies for the classrooms.

Intervention Programs

Primary teachers have spent a considerable amount of time
testing students and gathering data to inform their teaching
practice, assist in their planning and identify students
needing intervention or extra assistance with their learning.
Our school offers the following literacy and numeracy
intervention programs: Multilit, QuickSmart Literacy,
TooSmart Literacy and QuickSmart Numeracy. Data
collected from last years standardised tests shows improved
results from students who have participated in these
programs. This intervention wouldn’t be successful without
the input from our hardworking and dedicated SSQO’s, Ellie,
Emma, Coby, Triff, Nola, Cassie and teacher tutor Steph.

STEAM in the Primary classes

This term Primary teachers have been busy planning and
implementing STEAM related projects in their classrooms.
STEAM refers to Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts
and Maths. During Weeks 9-11, teachers will present their
STEAM units to the rest of the Primary staff during cohort
meetings. Next term staff will be involved in shared
planning sessions with teachers working together to plan
and teach a STEAM unit to combined classes.

Earlier in the term, the Year 6/7 class worked with Miss
Vickery’s class on a STEAM activity. Their task was to
make a chair that would hold an R/1 student using
newspaper and tape. We have included some photos of the
students all working collaboratively, using the skills of
problem solving, critical and creative thinking, to make
their chair.
